Unfortunately, it seems
she's China policy focuses on confrontation. Allegedly leaked in a recent e-mail, she privately
threatened to “encircle China with missile defense,” If the Chinese government can not allow
North Korea serve soft. She also said the United States should "send more to the fleet in the
region."

Her remarks confirm what has been put out: Hillary President Obama far more militant. She
proposed policy would add a new US-China relations strained, and the Beijing provocative by
nature toward the DPRK.

North Korea's nuclear program has become the biggest threat to security in Northeast
Asia.Currently, North Korea is believed to already have enough to make 20 nuclear weapons,
nuclear material.

It will be appreciated US policymakers on China to continue to support North Korea
frustrated.However, those who threaten Clinton advocated certainly be
