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The Press and Communication Office in New York of the
Permanent Mission of Greece to the United Nations along with the Consulate General of Greece in New York
hosted events that promote Greece showing up the country’s culture and heritage. These events were attended
by correspondents of international media in the UN, Greek Americans who work in US media, museum
representatives, and other prominent people of the culture and arts industry.

Nyfes (Brides), a 2004 Greek film directed by Pantelis Voulgaris, was one among the remarkable Greek films
shown during the events.
